Why the first five years are importantMinistry to the Newly Married How it all works

Ministry to the Newly Married is a five year 
program which starts at the beginning of each 
calendar year.

Every year, in the program, we will match you with 
a new mentor couple. You get to meet with them 
four times throughout the year.

The get togethers have an informal structure 
but with a theme for discussion. When you get 
together with your mentor couple they will share 
with you experiences about their marriage and 
different ways they’ve addressed the theme in their 
relationship.

The year starts and ends with everyone in the 
program (mentors and newly marrieds) getting 
together for a celebration.

Each year you will get a new mentor couple so 
that over the five years you will have a chance to 
discuss 20 different topics and gain an insight into 
five different marriages. The topics covered in the 
program have been selected from feedback of 3000 
couples on what they most wanted to discuss.
